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In Year 2 we are making padded toy turtles using felt. This week we made our turtle's shell by sewing two bits
of felt together and putting stuffing inside. Once we had threaded our needles, we were able to use running
stitch to sew the two pleces together We have cut out felt shapes ready to attach next week.
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Over the last three weeks, Year 3 have been working on a story called 'Flood' by Alvaro F. Villa. This week the
children have written their own independent write all about a Flood at Palace Wood. The stories are fantastic,
and we have put them all in the book corner for our classmates to read at their leisure.

This week in Year 4, we have been learning about the devastating effects that climate change can
have on the world. We have thought about what we can do to help and written to world leaders to
share our ideas. In maths we have continued learning about fractions and in English we have started
our new unit of writing a letter to an author.
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Year 5 has been working so hard on learning about refugees. We are using the information to write emotive
speeches about the lives refugees have led and how important they are to our countries. Having empathy for
people who are torn from everything they know is so helpful to the writing. It is challenging to understand how
someone's life can be so different from ours.
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Year 6 have been spending some of their week honing rounders and maths skills. In our art lessons we had to
master the compass to create concentric circles after first creating a building scene to specific measurements.
The effect was very striking. We played small rounders games in order to perfect our tactics. This will be
